This week’s mural artist invites us to create a
more unified world by learning about one
another’s cultures and traditions, allowing our
diversity to guide us toward deeper community.
This is also Paul’s prayer for the Corinthians.

The book of 1 Corinthians is written to a deeply
conflicted community. People are fighting to
be more holy than one another, and Paul is
having none of it. So Paul pens the work of art
that is 1 Corinthians, its crowning glory being
chapter 13, as Paul points us all back to love.

For centuries, people have been reading this
work of art together and finding their way back
to one another, and back to love.

When you tour the murals on the map this
week, | want to invite you to bring a friend or
partner or child, or even someone you don’t
know very well along with you. Stare at the
artwork and talk about what you see in each
mural. Notice how observing art together helps
you to better understand one another’s life and
perspective.

How does it shine a light on the
beautiful diversity in our city?

Do you think the artists working here have
illustrated the kind of faith, hope and love Paul
describes in 1 Corinthians 13? Do you think
these communities are more robust because
of this artwork? How does art bring people
together?
