George Floyd’'s image has become something
of anicon. Among the Christians of the eastern
orthodox church, icons, or portraits, of saints
and apostles and other holy people are
displayed and venerated in places of worship
as well as homes and businesses. Icons are
seen as little windows into the realm of the
saints—places where the believer can look for
hope or comfortas well as a lesson or revelation.

| own a number of icons. Mine are mostly
scenes from the gospels or images of the infant
Jesus with his mama, Mary. | also have a few
more modern ones that depict people like
Ceasar Chavez or Oscar Romero. There's even
anicon of Tupac Shakur in my collection. We've
hung a bunch of our icons on the wall at the
bottom of our stairs, so the saints in my house
regard me from their places when | come
downstairs each morning. | keep my eyes open
for glimpses of golden light or flashes of
instruction or aid.

| don't have George Floyd on my wall yet, but
he’'s on a fair number of other walls, including
the one at the corner of 38th and Chicago,
looking serenely out at the people who pass by.
What is the message in his gaze? What hope
or comfort or correction or revelation is coming
from this little window into the beyond-place
where he exists now?

| love icons, but | also recognize one of their
liabilities. In attempting to portray the still,
eternal, and holy quality of the exemplar or saint
or holy one, they sacrifice the depth of the real
human.

George Floyd ought to be alive today, laughing
and eating and moving through the world. May
his icon, if we are bold enough to honor it with
our attention, remind us of the humanity and
infinite worth of each of our neighbors.
